Participate for free in the biggest gathering of young filmmakers in the world: CinemadaMare (CdM)

Are you a film director, an actor, an editor, an operator, a scriptwriter, a producer, a sound technician? You can send us your application to take part in the next edition of CinemadaMare (go to Entry Form for Filmmakers available on this website). If your application is successful, you will be able to participate for free (free accommodation + free travel).

CinemadaMare is at its 12th edition and it represents a great occasion for hundreds of young filmmakers in the world to make films together.

This is what you will be able to do at CdM:

· Make films each week (maximum running time: 10 minutes) with the use of the latest digital technologies;

· Attend workshops lectured by the most popular masters of the international film industry and improve your knowledge about cinematography;

· Live and work with around 100 colleagues coming from over 35 different countries in the world: shooting films, share scripts, organize working teams, help others to shoot films, share your knowledge and professionalism with others. 

· Shoot films in Italy, in evocative locations that are rich in cinematographic history: move from one Italian region to another each week and look for the most beautiful locations to shoot your film in;

· Last, you will travel on the coach of CdM around many beautiful Italian regions and also Venice (go to general regulation) and be present at the Venice Lido as part of CinemadaMare during the Venice Film Festival.

WHAT WE ASK YOU AND ALL THE FILMMAKERS WHO SEND THEIR APPLICATION TO TAKE PART IN CINEMADAMARE IS:

· To come with great passion and love for cinema and be enthusiastic about making your films and also be willing to collaborate with other film directors;

·  To show you enjoy working in a team in order to make the most of this big adventure called CdM;

· To bring along your professional equipment to shoot films (which you will state in the entry form);

·  Moreover, a part from the professional equipment, we strongly suggest you come with your notebook (better if with an editing software)

FURTHER INFORMATION ABOUT FREE ACCOMODATION

· our filmmakers participate for free for the whole length of the festival or just for one period ( according to what they choose to state in the entry form): there is no registration fee (participants do not pay to participate);

· our filmmakers take part in all the activities of CdM for free;

· our filmmakers travel from one city to another across the Italian regions, from one stop-over of the festival to another for free;

· our filmmakers benefit from free accommodation during the whole length of the festival;

· they are all hosted in schools that are used as hostels (around 10 beds in each classroom);

· each filmmaker receives (for free) an inflatable mattress (which he/she will have to return before leaving the festival);

· each filmmaker receives (for free) a sleeping bag (which he/she will NOT have to return before leaving the festival);

All short films must be submitted within and not beyond 30th APRIL 2015
 
Eligibility Requirements
All short films in the Main Competition of CinemadaMare belonging to the following categories: animation/fiction/documentaries/experimental must fulfil the following requirements or shall be considered invalid:

· Have a maximum running time of 25 minutes

· Be produced in the 2013

· Do not contain obscene or horrifying scenes

· Have English subtitles, in case the original language is not English

ESSENTIAL REQUIREMENTS
In order to send a short film to CinemadaMare’s Main Competition, it is necessary to fill in the Entry Form available on the website of the festival www.cinemadamare.com and provide the organizing staff with the following material:

· Picture of the film director in digital format

· A movie scene picture in digital format

· Synopsis in English and/or Italian (400 characters maximum)

Please note that the information regarding the selected films will be published in the catalogue of the 13th edition of CinemadaMare.

THERE ARE TWO DIFFERENT WAYS TO SEND A FILM TO THE MAIN COMPETITION
ONLINE: it is possible to upload the film on Vimeo or WeTransfer and send the link, username and password to enable the staff of CinemadaMare to login and download the film. This information must be sent to selezione@cinemadamare.it or through Movibeta channel.

Weekly Competition

CinemadaMare includes the “Shot on the spot” section, during which all of our young directors coming from all over the world shoot short films for the Weekly Competition.

As its name says, this competition takes place each week and it is the main activity of CinemadaMare.

In order to participate in this competition the films must:

· Be made by the participants who are registered in CinemadaMare.

· Have a maximum running time of 10 minutes 

· The Weekly Competitions take place on the last day of stay in each stop over of CinemadaMare. Members of Staff will post up “notices” at the beginning of each stop, in places where these can be easily noted by participants/guests. These notices will include the date of the weekly competition and other information that may be useful to produce the films.

Information about the weekly competition:

· The director of the festival is the sole judge of the weekly competition. He is therefore the person who chooses the winner

· The weekly prizes will be given during the weekly competition Awarding Ceremony

·  The prize may be awarded ex-aequo (further information available in our regulation)
